“Beyond the Embargo embodies the inherent human need to create art, regardless of
circumstances, and the rewards that come from collaborating with artists of different
cultures,” said artist and Beyond the Embargo curator, Catherine Merrill. “The objects in this
exhibition come from major Cuban and American artists who have been working and
exhibiting together for many years.”

Beyond the Embargo represents a collaborative cultural exchange that has generated
sharing of ideas, techniques, and aesthetic visions. The result is ceramic works of ingenuity
and deep meaning, from functional pieces to dynamic sculptures.
